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[image: image3.png]The IN and OUT keys are used on the Map Page and the Plot Page. When pressed,
the IN key decreases the map scale or decreases the horizontal plot scale, allowing
you o view a smaller area with greater detail. When pressed, the OUT key increases
the map or horizontal plot scale allowing you to view a larger area with less detail

The GOTO/MOB key is used to begin or stop navigation to a waypoint. If the
GOTO/MOB key is pressed and held down, the GPS stores the current location (a
man overboard point) and gives you the opportunity to begin immediate navigation to
that point

The PAGE key will cycle you through the five main display pages in sequence.

The POWER key is used to turn the unit on and off. To turn the unit off press

the POWER key and hold it. The POWER key is also used to display the adjustment
window for the backlight and contrast. To activate the backlight/contrast adjustment
window, press and release the POWER key.

The MENU key is used to display page option menus. If pressed twice, the Main
Menu will be displayed

The QUIT key will cycle you through the five main display pages in reverse sequence.
The QUIT key will end an operation in progress and display the previous page

The ENTER/MARK key is used to activate a data field or confirm a selection. If the
ENTER/MARK key is pressed and held, the GPS 72 will store the current location and
display the Mark Waypoint page

The ROCKER key, located in the center of the keypad, is used to control the Up/Down
and Left/Right movement of the cursor on the display pages and during data entry.



Press the PAGE button to change the displayed page:

Recording New Locations:

Press the ENTER/MARK button to record your current location. The ROCKER button can be used to specify information about the point (e.g., name). Use the ROCKER button to select “OK” and press the ENTER button to save the point as a new Waypoint.

Navigating to a Prerecorded Waypoint:

To select a recorded location (waypoint) to which you want to travel, press the GOTO button. Use the ROCKER button to scroll through the list to ‘Waypoint’ and press the ENTER button. Press the ENTER button once and then use the ROCKER button to scroll through the list to the desired waypoint and press the ENTER button to select the waypoint. The arrow on the Pointer Page will point in the direction of the selected waypoint and the compass ring will show the orientation you are currently walking. REMEMBER – GPS units only show the correct direction after the unit is in motion. 
Manually Creating a New Waypoint (When you only know the coordinates and no waypoint currently exists):

Change the screen to the Map Page. Use the ROCKER button to move the pointer to the desired location on the map by referring to the coordinates shown at the top right edge of the map. Press the ENTER/MARK button to create the new waypoint. Use the ROCKER button to edit the name or additional information needed about the new waypoint. Use the ROCKER button to select the ‘OK’ button and press ENTER to save the new waypoint. You can now use the standard way of selecting waypoints for navigation to travel to the desired location.
